On the Captain’s Trail your group takes on the role of the “Captain”
inspecting the SS Great Britain during a voyage to Australia.

e Each group has their own starting point on the ship.

group to spot as you go along. This also helps you to make sure you

are going the right way!

They sometimes had insects called weevils in them, so passengers always had to
check before they ate them!

- The engine needs coal to run so the ship had to delay its journey and go to the

nearest place to buy coal.
